Replacement Levy Fact Sheet 

 

On Februaty 14, 2012 voters will 

be presented a two-year levy 

proposal for the Brewster School 

District. The levy represents 

about 10% of the total school 

operating budget. 

 

The levy amount is approximately 

$3.12 per $1000 of assessed 

valuation which equates to 

$945,494 levy support  per 

year.  

 

With passage of the levy, the 

State provides equalization of 

$941,890.  

The objective of the Maintenance and Operations levy is to maintain current educational 

programs and school operations.  The State does not fully fund educational programs and 

districts are required to run local levies to pay for the unfunded programs.

This replacement levy is the same amount as the last, $975,494. The projected levy 

rate is  $3.12/$1000 assessed property value, each year in 2013-2014.

Senior Citizens  can  qualify for an exemption from levy taxes if;  

-You are 61 years of age or older  

-Have an income or combined income of $35000 or less

Levy Equalization is at stake 

Levy Equalization is State match monies. If a district passes their levy, 

then the State will match that amount with a set amount depending on the 

District.  An additional $941,890 is the projected match for Brewster. 

Brewsterõs  Levy and Levy Equalization amounts make up 19% of the Dis-

trictõs annual operating  Budget.

Home assessed value of $150,000. Multiply the number of 

thousands (150) by the projected levy rate ($3.12). 150 x 

3.12= $468/year.
